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During the IKF European Korfball Championship  - 22 till 31 October in The Netherlands a LED-
Clock Post will be used to supplement the Shot Clock in all matches. 
 
The use of a Shot Clock has been part of all international korfball matches since 2009. The Shot 
Clock counts down from 25 till 0. 
 
The attacking team must have made an attempt to score within 25 seconds from the moment the 
attack started. Each attempt to score that hits the yellow synthetic korf  results in the clock 
being reset to 25. If the attacking players do not hit the korf within 25 seconds, the beeper will 
automatically sound and the other team – the defenders – is given the ball and has the right to 
play the ball into their attacking zone. 
 
The LED-Clock Post is a shot clock built into the post that supports the korf. 
 
The LED-Clock Post is called the LED post as well. The 25 seconds are displayed with LED 
lamps in the post. There are 25 LEDs on four sides of the pole and these start with all on and 
then go out one by one. The first 15 seconds (back from 25 – 11) are green. The attacker still 
have time enough to get a shot to work. Between 15 and 20 (back from 10 till 6) the LEDs are 
orange. There must now be real momentum created to have an opportunity to score. The last 5 
seconds (from 5 till 0) are red. That means shooting whenever possible.  
 
A big advantage of the LED-Clock Post is that both the rebounder, the referee and the spectators 
in the venue, together with the viewers at home, can follow the game completely. They have the 
match and the LED-Clock Post in one image. They can follow the shot clock per second. The 
colours will help them even further.  
 
The LED-Clock Post is a good example of cooperation in innovation between Sport Federations 
(IKF and KNKV), research institute (Halin IS) and industry (engineering Volhuis BV) with support 
from a Dutch Institute that supports sports innovation, InnosportNL. 
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
